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The State Council of Heraldry at the Parliament of Georgia conducts
its activities guided by Georgian heraldic traditions, historical artifacts,
and the principles of heraldic symbol representation.

The Council continues the legacy of State Commissions on state sym-
bols that operated at various times, focusing on the discovery and resto-
ration of Georgia’s historical attributes.

We are pleased to present a collection of heraldic artworks by the re-
nowned Georgian artist and heraldist Zakary Kiknadze.

These works are exceptional in execution and cultural value, represent-
ing a rarity in the Georgian context.

Kiknadze has been a member of the State Commission on Symbols
since the 1990s and is one of the co-authors of Georgia’s current heraldic
and vexillological symbols, including the national coat of arms and flag.

He contributed significantly to establishing the artistic and conceptual
foundations of modern state heraldry in Georgia.

This series reflects the artist’s interest in his genealogy and ancestry.
Kiknadze incorporated traditions observed in other European countries,
where historical figures are often depicted anachronistically, wearing attire
not characteristic of their region or era. Notably, such depictions of histor-
ical figures have not previously been attempted in Georgia.

Genealogical heraldry has become one of the foundations of territori-
al heraldry in Georgia, influencing modern municipal heraldry. From this
perspective, Kiknadze’s work holds significant value.

In designing the coats of arms, Kiknadze primarily drew inspiration
from the Mannerist and Baroque styles typical of 16th to 18th-century Eu-
rope.

Most heraldic shields are rendered in cartouche forms, which were
popular during this period. While many of the coats of arms are based on
either complete or partial historical designs, one notable exception is the
Jorjadze family crest. As no historical record of this crest has been found,
the artist exercised creative freedom to design an entirely new coat of arms.

It is worth noting that, unlike in many European countries, most his-
torical Georgian coats of arms were self-assigned rather than approved by
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a supreme authority. These designs were often created and altered at the
discretion of their owners, resulting in features uncharacteristic of heraldic
conventions. Consequently, Kiknadze’s primary goal was to align these
coats of arms with heraldic principles while refining their visual represen-
tation.

According to Kiknadze’s concept, each coat of arms is accompanied
by one or more portraits of individuals associated with the correspond-
ing family. Due to the lack of contemporary portraits of these historical
figures, most of these representations are products of the artist’s imagina-
tion. Some individuals are depicted in historically accurate Georgian attire,
while others appear in clothing rarely or never used in Georgia, reflecting
broader artistic interpretations.

The inscriptions on the portraits are primarily in medieval Latin, add-
ing a historical dimension to the works.

Zakary Kiknadze was born in Tbilisi in 1966. After graduating from
Jakob Nikoladze Art School and the Tbilisi State Academy of Arts, he
taught drawing and art history at Tbilisi State University and secondary
schools and worked as a book illustrator.

This album is a collection of heraldic works and portraits of historical
figures, representing a unique artistic and historical endeavor in Georgian
heraldry.
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Translation of the Georgian noble titles:

9999 (King) - From the year 1466 the united Georgian Monarchy was
divided into the kingdoms of Kartli, Kakheti and Imereti, which were
ruled by the scions of the royal house of the united Georgian Kingdom, the
Bagrationi dynasty. The Bagrations were rulers of various Georgian polit-
ical entities from the year 786. Through the political marriages, conquest
and inheritance, the dynasty united all early medieval Georgian political
entities to the single kingdom and presided over the “Golden Age” of the
high Middle Ages Kingdom of Georgia.

Mtavari (doogs60) - Sovereign Duke, ruler over the Duchy. (Prince of
the first category).

Didi Tavadi, Eristavi (oo oogowo, ghobomoegn) - Duke, ruler over the
Dukedom. (Prince of the first category).

Shua Tavadi) - 3o omogoo - Non-dynastic feudal Prince or Titular
Prince of the Ducal house. (Prince of the second category).

Mitsire Tavadi (3(3060g mogoo) - Non-dynastic feudal Prince or Titular
Prince (Prince of the third category). Most of the Georgian princes be-
longed to this category.

Samepo Aznauri or Tahtis Aznauri (bs3ggm 5697 §obG0b sbbomo) -
Count or Baron. Immediate vassal of the king. Almost equal to the Prince
of the third category and often assuming the title of the Prince.

Satavado Aznauri (bomogom sbboyyo) - Chevalier. Vassal of the
Dukes and Non-dynastic Princes.

Saeklesio Aznauri (bsggemgbom sbbo@n) - Chevalier. Vassal of the
church.

Aznauris Aznauri - 59659600 5bbog&o - Chevalier. Vassal of the Bar-
ons. existed only in the Western Georgian political entities.
